Crime Prevention - General.  

Continued a t t e n t i o n  has been given t o  t h i s  most important  f i e l d  of 
Garda a c t i v i t y ,  a s  i n  t h e  p a s t  t h r ee  y e a r s ,  s ince  t h e  s p e c i a l  Crime 
Prevention Off ice  was inaugurated i n  1963» E f f o r t s  have been made t o  
encourage the  publ ic  t o  t ake  elementary precaut ions  t h a t  would d e t e r  many 
wrongdoers. The uniform Sergeants engaged a s  Crime Prevent ion O f f i c e r s  
have sustained t h e i r  e f f o r t s  t o  co-ord ina te ,  encourage and educate t h e  
general  public i n  t he  need f o r  applying prevent ive  measures.  

_Talks a r e  given t o  a l l  Training Courses passing through t h e  Garda 
ra in ing  School a t  Templemore, and Criminal I n v e s t i g a t i o n  Classes  a t  

Garda Headquarters. 

Sui table  oppor tuni t ies  have been a v a i l e d  of t o  remind people of 
t h e i r  r e s p o n s i b i l i t i e s  i n  t h e  prevent ion f i e l d .  I n  t h e  Dublin 
Metropolitan u rea ,  504 f r e e  surveys of premises,  and 595 c a s h - i n - t r a n s i t  
surveys regarding s e c u r i t y  were c a r r i e d  o u t .  Follow-up v i s i t s  were made 
i n  838 cases of premises surveyed prev ious ly  and 834 fol low-ups were made 
t o  c a s h - m - t r a n s i t  surveys .  I t  was encouraging t o  f i n d  t h a t  a good 
percentage of^ the  crime prevent ion recommendations had been c a r r i e d  o u t .
